Book Reviews JU LY R eVi ew Book Reviews

We were impressed by Hallie Rubenhold’s “The Five” and thought it was an
admirable piece of extended research. Of course there have been countless
books, magazine articles, documentaries and genuine instances of historical
research into the 19th century serial killer known as Jack the Ripper. So
much so that this body of work tends to be known in the publishing world as
“Ripperology”. Much of this has focussed on the identity of the murderer
who Killed five women in the 1880s East End of London in quite rapid
succession. Hypotheses have included everyone from one of Queen Victoria’s
sons, a visiting American barber/surgeon to the artist Walter Sickert. There
is no secure evidence to support any of these theories - we will never know -
or indeed understand - what motivated the killings and why they stopped as
suddenly as they had started.

Hallie Rubenhold has chosen to focus neither on the perpetrator of these
crimes nor on the grisly details of the deaths themselves. She takes each
victim in turn and gives us a meticulously researched account of their lives.
That she is able to do so by digging into a wide range of archive material is a
tribute to her determination to give each of the victims a context and an
identity - something which has been denied them throughout history. The
received wisdom has always been that these five women were prostitutes.
In fact we learn that only one of the women had consistently earned her
money in this way. Rubenhold acknowledges that a further two of the
women might have resorted to soliciting as a desperate measure to avoid
sleeping rough on the streets - but to dismiss all five victims in this way is
very mistaken.

The women had much in common towards the end of their lives, alcoholism,
poverty, homelessness, hunger and poor health - leading to spells in the
workhouse, desertion and rejection by their menfolk - and in some cases by
their children and wider family. They were all concentrated in the notorious
warren of streets where cheap lodging houses could be found. However this
is not where they came from. One of them was Swedish and had travelled
from Gothenburg to work as a servant, another had married into the prestig-
ious Royal Household Cavalry and spent time living near the Knightsbridge
Barracks. The final victim was a younger woman whose identity was very
blurred, she was probably Welsh but had adopted an Irish name. One wom-
an was from the Wolverhampton area and another came from a family of
printers in the Fleet Street area of The City. Surprisingly for the time - most
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of them were literate. The author incorporates a wealth of fascinating
information into this account. The London Workhouses kept detailed records
which show how some of the women kept returning to these institutions
because they were destitute. The census information was also revealing
about changes of address and hamed occupations. Even the Whitechapel
Swedish Church had kept records of when the Swedish victim had applied
for charity. By contrast the police records were more patchy especially with
regard to the various coroner’s inquests. Heartbreaking inventories are
included as to what each woman had on her person at the time of her death
- showing us the meagre possessions they had, the items they treasured and
the clothes they wore.

We did agree that the author had adopted a distanced and unemotional tone
in her telling of these stories. On balance we felt she had done this precisely
because the subject matter was so distressing. These were women who had
been reduced to desperation because their life chances were so affected by
poverty, iliness, incessant child bearing and an almost complete lack of
protection by the law or the state. They lacked almost every safety net (and
goodness knows these are little enough) available today in our society.
Abandoned by their partners they often had little choice but to find another
man - no matter how unsuitable - in order to survive.

We all felt profoundly grateful that we live now and not back in the 1880s.
This was not an easy read but it was salutary to be reminded by the author
that the perpetrator of these outrages - still walks amongst us - misogyny is
alive and well in 21st Century Britain.

Jobs to do in August

Prioritise watering, looking for those plants that dry out and wilt quickly in the
sun.

Keep deadheading spent blooms to prolong the flowering season of your
border and pot grown plants.

Pot up any self-sown seedlings to grow on and plant out next spring.
Collect seed ready to sow in the autumn or keep until the spring.

Feed salad crops in containers with a high-nitrogen liquid fertiliser; use a high
potash feed for tomatoes to encourage ripening.

Continue to sow spring cabbages.
Sow last batches of peas and dwarf beans.

Harvest or pinch out basil frequently for bushier growth.

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Our Night Sky in August 2022

Saturn will be rising in the east after sunset, followed by Jupiter and Mars,
but Venus will be lost in the dawn sky. It's a good time to observe Saturn
since it will be visible throughout the night, although it is low on the horizon,
and therefore vulnerable to the shaky atmosphere. Well worth taking out
binoculars and sweeping the Milky Way, which is always a treat, and look out
for the “Summer triangle”, comprising Altair, Deneb and Vega.

The recent imaging of a Black Hole has once again brought these strange
objects into prominence. They were forecast to exist for a long time, but even
Einstein, who calculated that they should exist, felt that Nature could not
possibly allow such a strange object!

A black hole is a place in space where gravity is so strong that even light
cannot get out. The gravity is so strong because matter has been squeezed
into a tiny space. This can happen when a star is dying. Because no light can
get out, people can't see black holes. They are invisible. Space telescopes
with special tools can help find black holes. The special tools can see how
stars that are very close to black holes act differently than other stars.

Black holes can be big or small. Scientists think the smallest black holes are
as small as just one atom. These black holes are very tiny but have the mass
of a large mountain. Another kind of black hole is called "stellar." Its mass
can be up to 20 times more than the mass of the sun. There may be many,
many stellar mass black holes in Earth's galaxy. The largest black holes are
called "supermassive." These black holes have masses that are more than 1
million suns together. Scientists have found proof that every large galaxy
contains a supermassive black hole at its centre. The supermassive black
hole at the centre of the Milky Way galaxy is called Sagittarius A*. It has a
mass equal to about 4 million suns.

Stellar black holes are made when the centre of a very big star falls in upon
itself, or collapses. When this happens, it causes a supernova. A supernova
is an exploding star that blasts part of the star into space; the rest collapses
into either a neutron star, or a black hole, depending on how massive the
remnants are.

A black hole cannot be seen because strong gravity pulls all of the light into
the middle of the black hole. But scientists can see how the strong gravity
affects the stars and gas around it; if they are orbiting, a black hole,
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scientists can calculate the size of it from the speed of the orbiting stars.
This was how the size of our galaxy’s black hole was calculated.

Another way of observing black holes is when a black hole and a star are
close together, the black hole attracts material from the star which circles
round it at an ever-increasing speed, and this disc of material becomes so
hot that it emits x rays, which can be observed by satellites equipped with
xray detectors.

Should we be afraid that Earth could be sucked into a wandering black
hole? | do not think so, but | will not be around for you to send angry emails
to me if it is, and e mails will not exist either! Pleasant dreams!

Anyhow, we can now wish all happiness, fulfilment and success together to
Matthew Fry and Kate Loveless, whose wedding here takes place on Satur-
day 30th July. Matthew’s father and three uncles grew up in the village, at
Foxholes Farm, and it is good that the Fry family still cherishes the connec-
tion. This happy event should cement it anew and we send every best wish
to all concerned.

Mention of cricket above leads on to the sad news of the death of Cliff Payne
on the 23rd June. Although living in Parkstone, he never lost his West Dorset
(Cattistock originally then Wynford Eagle) roots, and has been the mainstay
of the Bride Vale Cricket Club for the past two decades. His building skills
have been deployed on several Littlebredy properties over the years, but he
always regarded our cricket pavilion (which he built more or less single-
handed from the foundations upwards in 2008-09) as the most satisfactory
job of his career, and the present excellent state of the field is mainly due to
his conscientious groundsmanship too. A larger than life character in many
ways (as photographs will attest), he was a wise and encouraging guide to
younger team-mates in his playing days, and will be much missed by local
cricketers here and elsewhere.

Closer to home, though, and sadder in many ways because of that, was the
passing of Ann Peppiatt the previous day. Over the 20 plus years that she
and Brian have lived at Pitcombe, they have been generous and benevolent
supporters of many village activities of various kinds.

Naturally self-effacing, Ann may have tended not to seek the limelight, but
she was a lady of numerous discreet good works for the benefit of local
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neighbours. For many years she attended to the bell-ringing in Church, but
the greater opportunities provided by the Longbredy tower increasingly
appealed to her as time went on, and it is at St. Peter’s that she was buried
on the 4th July, following a private family funeral. May she rest in peace,
and we send all condolences and sympathy to Brian and all the family in
their bereavement.
