In April, at our AGM, we welcomed Liz Gibbs as our new Secretary, Andrea
Jackman as Show Organiser and Ali Halliday as our Programme Organiser.
Our thanks, as always, go to all who serve on the committee and support
the club in so many ways. The evening continued with Saul Walker from
Dawlish giving us an insight into what goes on behind the scenes at the
Chelsea Flower Show. On May 15th, at 7.30pm, Paul Bygrave will be talking
on ‘Forde Abbey House and Gardens’. Visitors are welcome to join us at
LATCH in Litton Cheney, entrance £2, annual membership £8.

Jobs to do in May:

Lift and divide pond plants and add new ones. Begin feeding containers
with a weekly liquid feed. Harden off tender plants (flowers and
vegetables) before planting out. Plant out dahlias. Plant up hanging
baskets and large pots for summer flowering and protect them from any
late frosts. Support perennials - it is better to put supports in early. Prune
early spring-flowering shrubs once the flowers are over; take cuttings from
tender perennials eg pelargoniums and fuchsias. Keep fruit bushes, trees
and strawberries well-watered. Continue successional sowings of
vegetable crops. Plant up tomatoes and peppers in their final containers.
Sow climbing beans a few seeds every 2 weeks to provide a succession of
crops. Plant out courgettes, squash and pumpkins at the end of the
month.

Our Night Sky in May 2023

Venus will be setting at about 11pm in the middle of the month, while
Mars will set about an hour later. Meanwhile, Saturn will be rising in the
East at about 0300.

On 6 December 2020, samples from the C-type asteroid 162173 Ryugu
were returned to Earth by HayabusaZ2 in a hermetically sealed container. A
total of 5.424 + 0.217 g was collected from Ryugu, and has been kept as
physically and chemically pristine as possible.

The grains of grit and dust have now been found to contain Uracil, a
compound found in RNA, the substance that copies and ferries genetic
information inside living cells, allowing the production of proteins and
therefore enabling life itself to evolve. The scientists also found Vitamin
B3, which is important for metabolism, in the Ryugu samples.

The findings of such important materials for life in such a humble member
of the solar system raises questions of where else it might be found, and
just how widely, and if the basic materials which enabled life to evolve on
Earth originated from space, or from the primordial soup that was already
here.

There will, no doubt, be further attempts to bring back material from other
solar system bodies, ensuring that it is not contaminated before being
studied. The outcome might well show that the evolution of life in the
Universe is not just here on Earth but everywhere that the complex
chemicals required to start it happen to alight. A fascinating thought!

2021 Census Results Paint a Local Picture and Highlight
Local Needs
An analysis of recently released 2021 Census results, which has been

carried out by the Bridport Local Area Partnership, creates potentially
valuable evidence about the area and its needs.

Key findings for the Parish and Town Councils within the Partnership’s
area are that, when compared with Dorset as a whole and with England as
a whole:
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o They have a high proportion of older residents who are aged 65 or

over;

o They have a low proportion of young adult residents who are aged
20 to 34,

o They have a high proportion of working residents who work part-
time;

o Roughly a fifth of residents have a disability or long-term health
issue which limits their day-to-day activities;

o Roughly a tenth of residents are providing regular, unpaid care for
someone else; and

o Levels of car ownership are generally high, reflecting the paucity of
public transport and the journeys often required to reach jobs or
services.

The findings from this analysis have real world implications for the area.
For example, the economic impact from losing many young adults and
their skills, the demand placed upon health and care services from an
ageing population and the isolation faced by some who don’t have access
to a car (especially where there is no alternative transport option).

Whilst some of these findings may come as no surprise to local people, it
is hoped that having accurate and up-to-date figures will prove useful as
evidence to make the case for local service improvements and to support
bids for grant funding.

Census results for individual Parish and Town Council areas can be found

Further information

Older age groups: all fourteen Parish and Town Councils in the
Partnership’s area have a high proportion of residents aged 65 or over.
Parishes with the highest proportion are Burton Bradstock (48% of all
residents), Chideock (47%) and Charmouth (46%). The comparable figure
for England is 18% and for Dorset 30%.

Young adults: all Parish and Town Councils in the Partnership’s area have

a low proportion of residents aged 20 to 34. Parishes with the lowest
proportion are Bothenhampton & Walditch, Burton Bradstock, Charmouth,
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Char Valley and Chideock (in each case 8% of residents). The comparable
figure for England is 20% and for Dorset 13%.

Part-time working: another notable feature is the high proportion of
working residents in the Partnership’s area who work part-time. Parishes
with the highest proportion are Chideock (46%), Bothenhampton &
Walditch (45%), Symondsbury (45%), Char Valley (43%) and Allington
(43%). The comparable figure for England is 30% and for Dorset is 35%.

Health and care: parishes with the highest proportion of residents with a
disability or long-term health issue which limits their day-to-day activities
are Bridport (24%), Charmouth (24%) and Bradpole (22%). Proportions for
this measure and for residents who provide regular, unpaid care to
someone else are quite high by comparison with England as a whole.

Car ownership: car ownership is generally high in the Partnership area.
The most rural Parishes have the highest proportion of households with a
car — notably Netherbury, Char Valley, Litton Cheney and Shipton Gorge.
An exception is Bridport (town) where almost a quarter of households
(24%) have no car.

Other topics covered by this 2021 Census analysis include home
ownership and renting, employment and unemployment, qualifications
held by residents and working from home.

The Bridport Local Area Partnership is a network with around 80 member
organisations or groups from the public, private and voluntary sectors?.
They include Bridport Town Council and thirteen nearby Parish Councils.
The 2021 Census shows that 21,780 people live in this area, very similar
to the count ten years earlier by the 2011 Census.

A Census has usually been held every ten years, run by the Office for
National Statistics, to count the population and measure its characteristics
right across England and Wales. Analysis by the Bridport Local Area
Partnership focusses on findings for the Parish and Town Councils within
its area, showing variation between them and making comparison with
Census figures for the whole of Dorset and whole of England.
