DEMENTIA AWARENESS WEEK: 13th-19th MAY 
An estimated 850,000 people in the UK have been diagnosed as living with dementia, 

according to the Alzheimer’s Society, with this number forecast to increase to around 

one million by 2025. Over recent years, churches and dioceses in the Church of 

England have stepped up support to people living with dementia and their carers with 

activities from dementia-friendly cafes to singing groups and services. 

Several dioceses and denominations have uploaded resources with excellent examples 

of how the Church can support those with dementia and those caring for them.
